On that first Christmas, the Magi offered Jesus gold, frankincense, and myrrh (cf. Matt. 2:11). Gold because
he is King, frankincense because he is God, and myrrh because he is the Redeemer who was going to
redeem us on the Cross. Those three gifts were perfect gifts for a Child-God. And what are we going to
give to Jesus? We could fall into the trap of the devil who makes us believe that we have nothing to offer
him but sin and suffering and "poor Baby Jesus does not deserve that..." However, what we must never
forget is that this Child is GOD, is KING, is OMNIPOTENT- the only one who can transform our sin into
holiness, our suffering into happiness, our poverty into richness, our darkness into clarity, our pride into
humility, and our bitterness into sweetness.

This Christmas, our gift to the Child Jesus could be the total detachment from all things and beings of this
world, starting with ourselves. For this Child-God to work wonders in us, it is necessary that we empty
ourselves of ourselves and everything that makes us feel secure so that our security is placed only in Him.
Unity with this Christ-Child is the only key that gives strength to the heart and lifts it forcefully toward the
highest flight for which it was created. Our trust should not be placed either in ourselves or in other human
persons, much less in the passing things of this world, which, although they may seem powerful, are nothing
before the eternal tenderness that this Child-God offers us.

Unity with this Christ-Child will grant us the strength of spiritual healing for our souls, which have been
wounded by countless traumas and burdened by many mental complexes. But it will also give us the
strength to go outward and pour the oil of love to anoint and heal a divided world and a broken humanity
that is in agony and suffering labor pains (Cfr. Romans 8:22-39) Vices of various kinds are tearing apart
individuals and families, wars are destroying entire nations, and corruption and violence in many countries
are silencing the most vulnerable—those whom no one thinks about. All this evil could lead us to believe
that the power of evil is stronger than the power of good. However, the Child Jesus comes to remind us
that the power of Love can do all things because God is love (Cfr. 1John 4, 8), and his love is already
victorious over evil.

| believe the perfect synonym for Christmas is love. As St. John of the Cross said, 'Put love where there is
love, and you will find love.' This is precisely what Jesus did when He came into our world. The world may
have no love; perhaps in your own family, love feels absent; in society, there is often only selfishness and
self-love. But do not let yourself be deceived by the lie of Satan, who wants us to believe that all is lost and
that nothing can be redeemed. Become a warrior of love, of kindness, of tenderness; do not be afraid to
fight against the current but rather convince yourself with all your strength that you are moving in the right
direction, no matter how difficult it may be. Christ calls us to be like Him—banners of contradiction (cf. Luke
2:34)—who overcome evil with the peaceful power of good. This is Christmas. This is love. This is peace.
Without this conviction, the Christian life has no meaning.

Tell your loved ones: Merry Christmas! Merry Christmas not because everything is perfect and without
problems but because God exists and loves us. All this suffering is fleeting because the power of love is
invincible. God loves you with infinite tenderness. Merry Sunday and Merry Christmas.

La unidad con este Cristo-Nifio es la tnica clave que le da fuerza al corazén y lo levanta
con fuerza hacia el vuelo mas alto para lo cual fue creado. Nuestra confianza no debe estar puesta ni en nosotros
mismos ni en otfras personas humanas ni mucho menos en las cosas pasajeras de este mundo que, aunque parezcan
poderosas no son nada ante la ternura eterna que nos ofrece este Nifio-Dios.

Esta unidad con este Cristo-Nifio nos dard la fuerza de la sanacién espiritual en nuestra alma herida por tantos
traumas y contaminada por muchos complejos mentales en muchos casos, pero también nos dard la fuerza de salir
hacia afuera y derramar el aceite del amor para ungir y sanar a mundo dividido y en una humanidad rota que
agoniza y sufre dolores de parto (Cfr. Romanos 8:22-39) Los vicios de distintos tipos estdn destrozando a personas
y familias completas, las guerras destruyen pueblos enteros, la corrupcién y la violencia en muchos paises amordaza
a los mds sencillos y vulnerables, aquellos en quienes nadie piensa. Todo este mal nos podria hace creer que el
poder del mal es més fuerte que el poder del bien, sin embargo, el Nifio Jesus nos viene a recordar que el poder del
Amor todo lo puede, porque Dios es amor (Cfr. 1Juan 4, 8), y su amor es ya vencié al mal.

Creo que el sinénimo perfecto de Navidad podria ser amor. “Pon amor donde hay amor y encontrards amor” decia
San Juan de la Cruz y eso es exactamente lo que hizo Jesus cuando vino a nuestro mundo. El mundo no tiene amor,
posiblemente en tu familia no encuentras amor, en la sociedad no existe mas que el amor propio y egoista; pero no
te dejes contaminar por la mentira del Satands que nos quiere hacer creer que todo estd perdido y que ya nada
tiene solucién. Conviértete en un guerrero del amor, de la amabilidad, de la ternura; no tengas miedo de luchar
contra corriente y convéncete con todas tus fuerzas de que vas en la corriente correcta por muy dificil que esta
sea. Cristo nos llama a ser como El, banderas de contradiccién (Cfr. Lucas 2, 34) que destruyan con la fuerza
pacifica del bien al mal. Esto es Navidad, esto es amor, esto es paz. Sin esta conviccidn la vida cristiana no tiene
ningun sentido.
