WORD OF LIFE

The Baptism of the Lord:
Seek in Order to Find

“The people were filled with expectation, and all were asking in
their hearts whether John might be the Christ. John answered them
all, saying, ‘I am baptizing you with water, but one mightier than I
is coming. I am not worthy to loosen the thongs of his sandals. He
will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire.””

(Lk 3:15-16)

Even though the experience of today’s Christians is that of feel-
ing mocked in the majority of cases, at times one finds different
situations. There are people who say they envy our faith be-
cause they know that, thanks to it, we have more strength,

more fervor, more hope and less solitude. Except for the mystery
of faith, which is a gift, we may say to those who question us
this way that, in order to find something, they must search for it.
One way they can seek it is by practicing it. If practice makes
perfect, would not the same thing happen with faith? Is it not
true that when we stop practicing, our soul ends up becoming
cold, even sometimes losing faith? Then why should not the op-
posite happen if we do the opposite?

Actually, the worst enemy of faith is not the argument about the
existence of evil in the world nor any other philosophical mat-
ter. It is not even the fact that faith gives us a very annoying mor-
al conscience. The worst enemy of faith is laziness,
complacency. How many Christians are there who say they
don’t go to Mass because they get bored, while all they have to
do is drive a few miles to find a lively parish in which Sundays
Masses are not boring! But they still prefer to say Mass is tire-
some and use that excuse to stop going to Mass.

Those who seek find. Those who really want to find Christ seek
Him, just as the people who were filled with expectation were
looking for John because they thought he was the Messiah.

ASPIRATIONS: Do you dedicate enough time to prayer and
religious practices? If you are dispassionate, is it not because
you practice your faith so little? Do you bother to educate your-
self, to read and to seek the help you need?

517 Toda la vida de Cristo es misterio de Redencién. La Redencion nos viene ante todo por la sangre de la cruz (cf. Ef 1,
7, Col 1,13-14; 1 P 1, 18-19), pero este misterio estd actuando en toda la vida de Cristo: ya en su Encarnaciéon porque
haciéndose pobre nos enriquece con su pobreza (cf. 2 Co 8, 9); en su vida oculta donde repara nuestra insumision medi-
ante su sometimiento (cf. Lc 2, 51); en su palabra que purifica a sus oyentes (cf. Jn 15,3); en sus curaciones y en sus exor-
cismos, por las cuales "él tomd nuestras flaquezas y cargd con nuestras enfermedades” (Mt 8, 17; cf. Is 53, 4); en su Resur-
reccidn, por medio de la cual nos justifica (cf. Rm 4, 25).

518 Toda la vida de Cristo es misterio de Recapitulacion. Todo lo que Jestss hizo, dijo y sufrio, tuvo como finalidad resta-
blecer al hombre caido en su vocacion primera:

«Cuando se encarnd y se hizo hombre, recapitulo en si mismo la larga historia de la humanidad procurandonos en su
propia historia la salvacion de todos, de suerte que lo que perdimos en Adan, es decir, el ser imagen y semejanza de Di-
0s, lo recuperamos en Cristo Jests (San Ireneo de Lyon, Adversus haereses, 3, 18, 1). Por lo demas, ésta es la razon por la

cual Cristo ha vivido todas las edades de la vida humana, devolviendo asi a todos los hombres la comunion con Dios
(ibid., 3,18,7; cf. 2, 22, 4).

Nuestra comunion en los misterios de Jesus

519 Toda la riqueza de Cristo "es para todo hombre y constituye el bien de cada uno" (RH 11). Cristo no vivio su vida pa-
ra si mismo, sino para nosotros, desde su Encarnacion "por nosotros los hombres y por nuestra salvacion" hasta su muer-
te "por nuestros pecados" (1 Co 15, 3) y en su Resurreccion "para nuestra justificacion" (Rm 4,25). Todavia ahora, es
"nuestro abogado cerca del Padre" (1 Jn 2, 1), "estando siempre vivo para interceder en nuestro favor" (Hb 7, 25). Con to-
do lo que vivio y sufrid por nosotros de una vez por todas, permanece presente para siempre "ante el acatamiento de Di-
os en favor nuestro" (Hb 9, 24).

517 Christ's whole life is a mystery of redemption. Redemption comes to us above all through the blood of his

cross,179 but this mystery is at work throughout Christ's entire life: -already in his Incarnation through which by becom-
ing poor he enriches us with his poverty;180 - in his hidden life which by his submission atones for our disobedi-
ence;181 - in his word which purifies its hearers;182- in his healings and exorcisms by which "he took our infirmities and
bore our diseases";183 - and in his Resurrection by which he justifies us.184

518 Christ's whole life is a mystery of recapitulation. All Jesus did, said and suffered had for its aim restoring fallen man
to his original vocation:

When Christ became incarnate and was made man, he recapitulated in himself the long history of mankind and pro-
cured for us a "short cut" to salvation, so that what we had lost in Adam, that is, being in the image and likeness of God,

we might recover in Christ Jesus.185 For this reason Christ experienced all the stages of life, thereby giving communion
with God to all men.186

Our communion in the mysteries of Jesus

519 All Christ's riches "are for every individual and are everybody's property."187 Christ did not live his life for himself
but for us, from his Incarnation "for us men and for our salvation" to his death "for our sins" and Resurrection "for our
justification".188 He is still "our advocate with the Father", who "always lives to make intercession" for us.189 He remains
ever "in the presence of God on our behalf, bringing before him all that he lived and suffered for us."190
